· Nadia selected to be FASS 2009 producer

· Nadia joins the meeting

· Brian “Latrell” Fox selected to be FASS 2009 director

· Quick review of constitution and P+G

· Note that 8 people are currently required for quorum

· Excess funds purchases ideas:

· $15,500 in bank, minus money for scrim; would like to reduce amount to $10,000

· Scrim

· Was partially damaged during FASS 2005

· Cheque for one half of the cost already given to Peter Carette, the Technical Director of Humanities Theatre, to pay for the damage

· New drop

· Estimate is $450 + tax and shipping

· Will need to paint a base coat on the drop at some point – Peter estimates about $100 in cost

· Should also invest some money in paint

· Low level fog machine

· Peter says they are expensive and recommends we rent a fog machine instead 

· Wireless headset for backstage tech and for runner

· Stage mics/Wireless mics 

· Stage mics are $300 - $400 each

· Would want 4-6 wireless mics for a total of about $1200 - $1500

· Peter is looking into renting wireless mics or FASS could buy the mics and rent them out

· Russ and Nadia suggest we put more money into the production of the show, particularly into music and tech, as very little money was spent for 2008 show

· Suggestion to buy something for campus 

· Fass once bought a piano for campus centre

· Could ask Feds execs for ideas

· FASS bursary

· Suggestion to put more money into bursary

· Rarely any applicants for the FASS bursary – need to get more information about the bursary out to Waterloo students

· Especially need to advertise the existence of the bursary to FASS members

· Donation to KWLT 

· In past, shared cost for workshops with KWLT

· Snuggles suggests we pay for joint events with KWLT

· Better to think more about what we can do to help KWLT then to give a cash donation

· Snuggles suggests we offer discounts on FASS tickets for people holding KWLT memberships

· KWLT artistic director will approach us about doing workshops

· Note: no decisions yet made on what purchases will be made

· Expenditures

· Parking passes

· Last year, some miscommunication occurred: originally passes were to be non-refundable, but parking services agreed over time to make the passes refundable

· In the past, had free parking in Lot A with $20 deposit, but many FASS members would rather pay $20 to park in Lot H; however, in 2008, parking services said no passes would be given for Lot H at all

· Joanna will deal with parking passes for next year

· SOCAN

· SOCAN: Permission to use copyrighted songs

· SOCAN not expensive: FASS budget is $175; has not been paid last couple of years

· Karl will talk to SOCAN to see if and what we owe

· Russ suggests 20 songs per show on average 

· Copyright may not apply to FASS parodies of songs, but does apply to songs played before the show begins and at intermission

· Nadia requests we purchase 3 or 4 Rubbermaid containers to store FASS archives

· Containers needed in order to store archives in Nadia’s attic

· Voted yes to buy containers

· Planning for 2009

· Diana should try to get some space for FASS in Hagey Hall once the new buildings are constructed

· Canada Day

· FASS members should do Canada day celebration

· Make it kid-friendly or educational

· Student Life 101 

· Do some improvising games

· Frosh week

· Previously did acting games in basement of SLC

· Sometimes FASS not allowed to participate in frosh week since FASS is not an official club and has no Feds affiliation, but we predate Feds! 

· Snuggles suggests we pursue Feds

· Diana will talk to Andrew Falcao, Feds Vice President Internal

· Clubs or Services/Societies Day

· Robert says we need to do it

· Must show up early enough to get a table

· Diana will discuss this with Andrew Falcao also

· FOM

· In first three weeks of Fall semester, or in October

· Joanna books room

· Nadia advertises for it

· Khary brings food 

· Show FASS 2008 DVD

· Maybe write a trailer

· Advertise FOM at clubs or services/societies day

· Make sure FOM is after clubs or services/societies day

· Summer Events

· Paintball: pricey 

· Barbecue, camping? If yes, will be in late July or early August

· Summer mail out

· Newsletter from FASS

· Includes form for summer event

· Include all info about Canada day, frosh week, etc. 

· Something from CSW about script

· Before 2002, was actually mailed out, since 2002, emailed out

· FASS 50th anniversary planning (2012)

· Should form a subcommittee to plan the 50th anniversary

· Nadia suggests bringing in people who worked on 25th anniversary (for example, Peter)

· Nadia suggests we organize archives and contact the Alumni office so we can flag people as FASS members and get contact info for them
